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PREFACE 

 The study of 'Farm Accounts in Punjab' was first started in the year 1923-24 by the Advisory 
Board of Economic Inquiry, Punjab with its head office at Lahore. After the partition of the country this 
office was shifted to Ludhiana. Later on the Board of Economic Inquiry was dissolved and merged with 
Economic and Statistical Organisation, Punjab with its head office at Chandigarh. The present 
publication is 54th in the series since 1947 and 36th after the re-organisation of the State in 1966. 

 The report 'Farm Accounts' for the year 2004-05 is based on data collected from 149 cultivators 
(72 tractor operated, 72 semi-mechanised and 5 bullock operated holdings). The main object of the 
enquiry is to assess yearly income and expenditure of the cultivators in the State. 

 The Farm Accounts study was originally confined to bullock operated holdings in the State. But 
due to the tractor as a source of farm power, it was thought desirable in 1971-72 to extend the coverage 
of study to tractor operated holdings to make the study more realistic. However, in 1994-95 it was 
observed that majority of bullock operated holdings have supplemented their agricultural operations by 
tractor cultivation either through hiring or borrowing tractor facilities and are thus semi-mechanised 
holdings. So the additional information regarding semi-mechanised holdings has been added in Chapter 
V. 

 The report has been divided into VII Chapters. Chapters I to IV deal with the study of tractor 
operated holdings. In Chapter V economics of semi-mechanised holdings and in Chapter VI economics 
of bullock operated holdings has been discussed. Chapter VII is related to the comparative study of all 
types of holdings. 

 The data given in this publication is of great use to planners, researchers, legislators and various 
other Government and non-Government institutions. This publication is also in demand by other States 
and SAARC countries. The publication 'Farm Accounts in Punjab' is therefore, very important publication 
as it depicts latest comprehensive and reliable facts about the economic position of the cultivators of 
Punjab. 

 I am thankful to Dy. Economic and Statistical Advisers and their staff posted at districts and block 
levels who helped in supervising and recording of data by the cultivators. 

 Acknowledgement is made of the co-operation extended by selected farmers for maintaining day 
to day operational and other records of their farms in the prescribed performae. 

 The report has been prepared under the supervision and able guidance of Smt. Urmiljit Khosa, 
Joint Director, Sh. Mewa Singh, Dy. Economic & Statistical Adviser and Smt. Shashi Goyal, Dy.

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INTRODUCTION 
 General :– The study of Farm Accounts and Family Budgets of selected cultivators in Punjab 

was started during the year 1923-24 by Advisory Board of Economic Inquiry, Punjab which was a semi-

official organisation with its head office at Lahore (Now in Pakistan). After partition of the country in 1947 

this office was shifted to Ludhiana. 

 In 1971-72 the Government dissolved the Board and merged it with the Economic and 

Statistical Organisation, Punjab with its head office at Chandigarh. This is the 54th Publication dealing 

with Farm Accounts in Punjab since the partition of country and the thirty sixth after the re-organisation 

of the state in 1966. 

 Importance: – The Farm Accounts study was originally confined to the bullock operated 

holdings in the State. But later on it was realised that for achieving higher levels of output in agriculture 

modern techniques of farming should be adopted. Mechanisation is an important part of the 

development programme aimed at boosting agricultural output. Tractor constitutes a tremendous source 

of farm power. It reduces the quantum of human and bullock labour and time span normally involved in 

various agricultural operations. As such it was thought desirable in 1971-72 to extend the coverage of 

the study to tractor operated holdings so as to make the study of Farm Accounts more realistic. 

However in 1994-95 it was observed that majority of bullock operated holdings have supplemented their 

agricultural operations by Tractor cultivation either through hiring or borrowing tractor facilities and is 

thus semi-mechanised. So in this Publication additional information regarding semi-mechanised 

holdings has been added and dealt with separately in Chapter V. 

 Object of Study: – The main object of the study of bullock operated holdings is to asses the 

yearly income and expenditure of the cultivators in the State and to analyse the important changes 

which occurred in farming and affect the economic conditions of the farmers over a period of time. 

 (ii) The object of semi-mechanised holdings is to study the economics of those cultivators 

who supplemented their agricultural operation by using hired or borrowed tractors along with their 

bullocks. 

 (iii) The object of tractor operated holdings is to study the structure of tractor operated 

holdings, size of operational holdings, the extent of irrigation, intensity of cropping and cropping pattern, 

level and pattern of utilisation of tractors in relation to tractor capacity and other factors like hiring out of 

tractors etc. 

 Scope and Coverage: –  The study covers the entire state of Punjab. One semi-

mechanised and one tractor-operated holding is selected from each tehsil of Punjab and one bullock 

operated holding is selected from each district subject to availability. In order to bring uniformity and 

comparability results, the data collected from all the districts is compiled in three separate zones 

depending upon the agro-climatic conditions, nature of soil, irrigation facilities etc. 

 Zone I – Sub mountainous and plain region comprising Gurdaspur, Nawanshaher, 

Hoshiarpur and Rup Nagar districts. 

 Zone II – Central plain region comprising Amritsar, Jalandhar, Kapurthala, Ludhiana, Patiala 

and Fategarh Sahib districts. 

 Zone III – Western region comprising Sangrur, Bathinda, Faridkot, Mansa, Mukatsar, Moga 

and Ferozepur districts. 

 Schedule: – Data for bullock-operated/Semi-mechanised and tractor operated holdings were 

collected in a single set of comprehensive schedules. The Schedules were designed to meet the 

purpose of study. 
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 Concepts and Definitions: – The concepts and definitions of various terms used are given 

as under :– 

  (a) Gross income: – Gross Income comprises the value of the total produce of the 

holdings whether paid as wages in kind, consumed at home or disposed off in any other way. It 

comprises the cash obtained for the produce actually sold and the value of the remaining at the harvest 

rates prevalent in the village. 

  (b) Expenditure: –  As applied to farming, the term 'Expenditure' has different 

meanings from different points of view. A businessman, a tenant and peasant proprietor each has a 

different concept of farm expenditure. The businessman will include all items of expenditure in his cost 

of cultivation including the rental value of land, the interest chargeable on owned capital and the wages 

of family labour. A tenant will not usually count the wages for his into account even the rent of owned 

land as an item of expenditure. In these accounts, expenditure in the first instance is worked out on the 

actual conditions prevalent on each farm. Thus, only the rent actually paid for the land taken on lease, 

the actual wages paid to hired labourers and cost of manure actually purchased (if any) are charged to 

the cost and nothing is debited for the land owned, the work put in by family members, the manure 

(dung) produced by the farm animals and the capital invested in implements, livestock, tubewells, wells 

etc. 

 The actual expenditure is helpful in understanding the circumstances of a particular farm or a 

farmer but it cannot serve as a basis for comparison between holdings worked under different sets of 

conditions e.g. some holdings are entirely owned, other are taken on rent, or are partly owned and partly 

rented. Again some holdings are cultivated by family labour only and others partly or wholly by hired 

labour. In order to facilitate comparison, therefore, four additional sets of figures of expenditure have 

been worked out of each holding for a following four types of farmers. 

 (i) A businessman who takes land on rent employs all labour on wages and borrows capital 

(all items or expenditure have been included); 

 (ii) A tenant who takes land on lease and borrows capital but employs only family members 

as permanent labour (permanent labour has only been excluded); 

 (iii) A peasant-proprietor who owns the land, uses his family members as permanent labour 

but borrows the capital (in this case rent of land and labour charges have been excluded 

from expenditure but interest on capital has been included); and 

 (iv) A peasant proprietor who owns the land and capital and uses family members as 

permanent labourers. (In this case the cost of permanent manual labour, rent or rental 

value of land and interest on capital have not been included in the expenditure). 

 (C) Items of Expenditure:– 
  (i)  Manual Labour: – This item includes the wages actually paid to hired labour, 

whether permanent or casual, as well as the estimated cost of family labour. The later was worked out 

on the basis of the wages paid to the permanent hired labourers, if any, on the holding otherwise it was 

calculated according to the rate prevalent in the village. Such wages did not usually vary much in the 

same village. From the total cost of manual labour, the cost of labour on the up-keep of bullocks was 

deducted and debited under the head 'Bullock Labour' on the assumption that one whole-time man 

could look after ten heads of cattle. 

  (ii) Bullock Labour :– This comprised interest and depreciation on the value of plough 

oxen (including camels and the he buffaloes), the cost of feeds to draught cattle, as green and dry 

fodders, concentrates, oils or ghee and miscellaneous expenses, such as, veterinary charges, shoeing, 

housing, wages of sweeper for cleaning the barn, less value of manure (droppings, produced). If bullock 
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died during the year, its entire remaining value was included in the cost of bullock labour. As already 

stated, the cost of manual labour for looking after the plough was also debited to this item at the rate of 

one man for ten animals. 

  The cost of bhusa (straw) and green fodders given to bullocks was not available 

separately, because roughages were fed jointly to all the cattle on the farm including milch cattle and 

young stock. The share of bullocks was worked out from the total cost in proportion to their number. For 

this purpose, an animal two years old or above was counted as an adult animal, calves between one 

and two years of age as half an adult and calves less than a year old were ignored. A camel was taken 

to be equivalent to two animals. 

  (iii) Seed :– This comprised the value of seed used during the year, if bought, actual 

prices, if home produced, value according to the rate credited in gross income at the previous harvest. 

  (iv) Implements: – This item included interest and depreciation (See the table of rate 

of depreciation) on the value of implements costing more than Rs. 50 each either made or purchased 

during the year. The cost of repairs, replacements, servicing and lubricants, etc. was also counted under 

this head. In case of petty implements, costing less than Rs. 50 each, the entire cost of the implement 

either made or produced during the year, was included in the cost. 

  (v) Artisans Charges: –  This item comprised the payments made both in cash and 

kind, to carpenters and blacksmiths for doing repairs to the farm implements and machinery. 

  (vi) Tubewells: –  This comprised the interest and depreciation on the original cost 

of Electric Motors, Boring pipes, Water tanks, Pump houses, etc. The expenditure on diesel, mobile oil, 

electricity, repairs and replacement was also counted under this head. 

  (vii) Water rates: – These were actual charges levied by the government for the use 

of canal water/Govt. tubewell's water. 

  (viii)  Manures and Fertilisers: – It included the value of chemical fertilisers, urban 

compost and farm yard manure (whether home produced or purchased) applied during the year. Hence 

produce farm yard manure was valued at the rate prevailing in the village. 

  (ix) Rent and Rental value of Land: – It comprised     

    (a) The annual net rental value of land owned by the cultivators; and   

    (b) The actual (net) rent paid for the land taken on rent. 

      The net rent was taken to be equal to 'Gross rent' i.e. cash rent, or in the case 

of 'Batai' the value of the share of produce received by the landlord less expenses of cultivation borne 

by the landlord. The net rental value in the case of owned land was taken to be equal to net rent for 

similar land in the same village. 

  (x) Land Revenue: – The land revenue paid included cesses (local rates and 

lambardari fee) actually paid by the cultivator during the year. Remissions and postponements, were 

actually granted by the Government, were to be deducted. 

  (xi) Tractor: – Cost of Tractor was divided into two parts i.e. over head and running 

costs. Overhead costs included interest and depreciation on the value of tractor. Running cost of tractor 

included expenses incurred on fuel and lubricants like diesel and mobile oil and its repairs and servicing 

etc. 

  (xii) Hired: –    Actual payments made for hiring in a tractor had been considered. 

  (xiii) Tractor Accessories: – The cost of tractor accessories included interest and 

depreciation on their value and repair charges. 

 Miscellaneous :–    In some holdings there were items of expenditure which could not be 

included under any of the above heads e.g. commercial crop tax, cost of arms and ammunition for 
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protecting crops from wild animals, cost of spraying, surcharges etc. All such items were included under 

this head. 

 Net Income :– Net income was worked out on the same lines as expenditre viz. (a) actual, 

and (b) comparable, the later on four assumptions given in paragraphs under head expenditure. The 

actual and comparable net income was in each case, worked out by deducting the corresponding 

expenditure from the gross income of the farm. 

Return per Worker :– Just as in the case of net income, this has also been shown for 

'Actual return Comparable' Conditions. 

 Actual return represented (i) return per family worker and (ii) return per permanent hired 

labourer. The first was worked out by dividing the actual net income of the cultivation, but one person 

supervised the hired labourers. The total net income was taken to be the return of the family worker. The 

return per permanent hired labourer was based on the actual payments made in cash or kind to such 

man employed on the holding. In case no man was engaged, the estimate showed what would have 

been paid if a man was employed at the rate prevailing in the village. 

 The comparable return was estimated on four assumptions corresponding to these for net 

income and expenditure. Under these assumptions the return per worker (family plus Hired) was 

respectively for :– 

 (i) Management only; 

 (ii) Manual labour and Management; 

 (iii) Manual labour, management and ownership of land; 

 (iv) These assumptions, the return per worker was worked out by dividing the corresponding 

income by the number of all permanent workers whether hired or family workers. 

 Working day: – Eight hours work was taken to be equal to one working day. The original 

data was recorded in hours worked by a man and pair of bullocks in case of bullock operated holdings. 

One camel worked in place of two bullocks and it was, therefore, reckoned to be equal to a pair of 

bullocks. 

  

Depreciation: – This was charged at a uniform rate on the original value until the total value was 

covered by depreciation. After that, no depreciation was charged even if t  Manual labour, management 

and ownership of land and capital. 

  

 Under he bullock, implement, etc. continued to be serviceable. If a bullock, died or an 

implement became un-serviceable before its value was covered by depreciation, the remaining value 

was debited in full to the expenditure of the year. In case of tractor, depreciation was worked out on the 

basis of the life of a tractor (normally the life of a tractor was taken as 10 years).

 Interest :– Rate of interest was taken to be 12.50 per cent per annum on the original value. 
This rate was charged by the co-operative institutions in the state for agricultural purposes. 

 Allocation on the Income/Expenditure to Irrigated and Un-Irrigated Areas: – From 149 
holdings, 72 tractor operated, 72 semi-mechanised and 5 bullock operated all were wholly irrigated. 

 Limitation of the Survey :– The results of the survey contained in this report are based on 
the study of a very small number of holdings 72 tractor operated, 72 semi-mechanised and 5 bullock 
operated. These holdings were selected purposely in the rural areas depending on the co-operation, 
willingness and capability of the cultivators in maintaining day to day operational and other records of 
their farms. However selected cultivators have little time to record day to day data in the schedules. So 
Investigators/Supervisary Staff of this organisation from Block Office/District/State Headquarters had to 
visit once a month each and every holding to see that data is properly recorded. Hence the results only 
indicate within reasonable limits, trends or the relative changes that takes place from year to year in the 
financial position of the farmers. 

 Payment of Honorarium: – The selected cultivators were paid a sum of rupees Five hundreds 
each as honorarium for maintaining day to day record of their holding during the year under study. 

 The difficulties experienced during selection of the cultivators were as follows. 

 Some cultivators refused on the spot to maintain the record on the ground that they had no 
spare time for this type of work. Whereas some cultivators refused to maintain the record because 
ofmeagre amount of honorarium (Rs. 500 per annum) paid in lieu of this work.

1960-61 for the State of Punjab are given below :–

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CHAPTER – I 

Particulars of Mechanised Holdings 

 General :–  In this chapter some of the aspects relating to the 72 selected holdings have been 
discussed, viz., holding size, extent and sources of irrigation, cropping pattern and its intensity, size of holding, 
draught and milch cattle and employment of human and bullock labour. 

 1.1 Distribution of Area of Holdings :– The distribution of area of the selected holdings is given 
below in table 1.1

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CHAPTER – II 
Particulars of Tractors 

 General :–  The importance of tractor in the scientific farming can hardly be emphasized apart  from 
accomplishing manifold agricultural operations, tractor is helpful to the farmers at various social ceremonies and 
family functions. A tractor is a must for a well to do farmer not only because it is an assest in farm business but 
because of the social status attached to it. 

 An attempt has been made to study the distribution of tractors according to number, make and capacity. 
The investment in tractors and allied equipments, financing of tractors, source of finance, utilisation of tractors for 
various purposes etc. according to farm size have also been studied. 

 2.1 Years of purchase of tractors :– Distribution of tractors possessed by the selected cultivators by 
year of purchase is given in table 2.1. The purchase time has been divided into five periods i.e. before 1986, 1986-
90, 1991-95, 1996-2000 and 2001 onward.

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CHAPTER – III 

Economy of Tractor Cultivation and Holding Size Groups 

 General :–  Farming in Punjab has made rapid studies during the last decade or so. The role of a pair 
of bullock is being progressively taken over by the tractor as its use has made farming relatively more profitable. In 
this chapter various aspects of farming regarding income and expenditure per holding, per hectare held and 
cropped area and economics of tractor cultivation according to different tractor capacities have been studied. 

 3.1 Cost of Production (inputs per hectare) :– Cost of production (inputs) per hectare held and per 
hectare cropped area according to holding size groups on four assumed categories of holdings are given in table 
3.1. 

 The four assumed categories of holding are clarified as follows :– 

   A, Category of Holding :– Cost of production (inputs) for a businessman who takes land on rent, 
employ hired labour and borrows entire capital. 

   B, Category of Holding :– Cost of production (inputs) for a tenant who uses his own labour 
(permanent) but takes the land on rent and borrows the capital. 

   C, Category of Holding :– Cost of production (inputs) for a peasant proprietor who uses his own 
land, labour (permanent) but borrows the capital; and 

   D, Category of Holding :– Cost of production (inputs) for a peasant proprietor who uses his own 
land, labour (permanent) and capital.

 4.1 Land-man and Land-tractor Ratio: – The total area for which accounts were maintained by the 
72 selected tractor operating cultivators during the year 2004-2005 was 465.99 hectares which was wholly 
irrigated. The average area per holding worked out was 6.47 hectares.

 In case of 'A' category of holdings where the land is taken on rent, labours (permanent plus casual) has to 
be hired, and capital is borrowed, the tractor operated holdings showed on an average net income of                   
Rs. (–)2780 per hectare during the year 2004-05. In case of 'B' category of holdings, where the land is taken on 
rent but uses his own labour (permanent) and capital is borrowed the tractor operated holding showed on an 
average net income of Rs. 7494 per hectare. In case of 'C' category of holding the farmers earned on an average 
net income of Rs. 33583 per hectare of his one year's labour during the same year. In case of 'D' category of 
holdings where even the cultivator used his own capital the average net income earned by the farmer during the 
period under reference was Rs. 39792 per hectare. 

 4.11 Return Per Worker :– Net income has further been sub-divided according to return per worker. 
For this purpose all the workers on the farm i.e. family workers and permanent casual labourers have been taken 
belonging to the farmers family. 

 Actual payment made to the casual labour was taken as such return of permanent hire labour was takenon 
the basis of actual payment made (in cash or kind) to such men employed on the holding. Return of family workers 
was calculated at the rate the permanent labourer was paid on the farm. In case no permanent labourer was 
engaged on the farm, then the rate of such labour prevalent in the village was taken for computing the wages of 
family labour. 

 Average return per worker per annum and per day, has been worked out on four different categories of 
holdings i.e. A.B.C. and D. categories of holdings in the following table 4.11

 The return per worker in case of 'D' category of holding was the maximum (Rs. 93650 per annum and Rs. 
256.58 per day) during the agricultural year 2004-05. This was mainly on account of the fact that every input was 
put by the cultivator from the cultivators own resources. From business man's point of view i.e. category 'A' holding 
the return per workers was (Rs. (–) 6542 per annum and Rs. (–) 17.92 per day). So far category 'D' holdings the 
return per worker (per annum Rs. 100956 and per day Rs. 276.59) was the maximum in Zone III during the year 
2004-05 and the minimum in Zone I (Rs. 68186 per annum and Rs. 186.81 per day) during the same period.

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CHAPTER – VI 

Particulars of Non-Mechanised (Bullock operated) Holdings 

 General :– The accounts of 5 non-mechanised holdings, spread in the State of Punjab have been 
briefly discussed in the following paragraphs. The analysis of the data of these holdings give a fairly good 
idea of the conditions prevailing in agriculture in different agriculture zones of the State. 

 6.1  Land-man and Land Bullock Ratio :– The total area for which accounts were kept, during               
2004-2005 was 7.15 hectares and whole of this area was irrigated. The average area per holding worked 
out to 1.43 hectares. 

 The area possessed and cropped per permanent worker and per pair of bullock are shown in 
Table 6.1.

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CHAPTER – VII 

 General :– Conditions of farming on bullock-operated, semi-mechanised and tractor-operated 
holdings differ. In case of the former, most of the agricultural operations are done manually with the help 
of members of the family where as on the later, machinery plays an important part. Cost of cultivation 
differs for these types of holdings. In order to see in what way the tractor-operated holdings result in 
higher yields per hectare than the bullock operated holdings and semi-mechanised holdings, factors like 
area possessed and cropped per permanent worker and per hectare, intensity of cropping pattern, out-
turn, gross return per hectare, cost of cultivation per hectare, gross income and expenditure per hectare, 
net income and return per worker per annum and per day have been compared on these type of holdings. 
For this purpose, chapter on comparative study of bullock-operated, semi mechanised and tractor-
operated holdings has been added. 

 6.1 Land-man and Land-Bullock/Tractor Ratio: – During the year 2004-2005 cultivators of 
72  tractor-operated, 72 semi-mechanised and 5 bullock-operated holdings maintained day to day 
operational  and other records of their farms. Total area of tractor operated (465.99 hectares) Semi-
mechanised (178.35 hectares) and Bullock operated holdings (7.15 hectares) of the total was 651.49 
hectares. Average size of Tractor operated was 6.47 hectares and Semi-mechanised was 2.48 and that 
of bullock operated holding it  was 1.43 hectares. 

 Comparative position of area possessed and area cropped per permanent worker and per hectare 
of bullock operated, semi-mechanised and tractor operated holdings is given in the following table 7.1 & 
7.2.
