(PUNJAB ACT NO. 22 OF 2005)

[Received the assent of the Governor of Punjab on the

22" November, 2005, and was first published for general information in

Punjab Government Gazette (Extraordinary), Legislative Supplement, dated

the 28 November, 2005.]

An Act to provide for the constitution of the District Planning Committees with

a view to consolidate the plans prepared by the Panchayats and the

Municipalities in the districts and to prepare the draft development plans for

the districts as a whole in the State and for the matters connected therewith and

incidental thereto.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of Punjab in the

Fifty-sixth Year of the Republic of India.

1.(DThis Act may be called the Punjab District Planning

Committees Act, 2005.

(2) It shall come into force at once.

2. In this Act, unless the context otherwise requires;

(a) “Chairperson”means the Chairperson of the Commiittee
Chosen under sub-section (3) of section 3;

(b) “Committee” means the District Planning Committee
Constituted under sub-section (1) of section 3;

(c) “district” means a revenue district in the State;
(d) “member” means a member of the Committee and includes

its Chairperson;

(e) “Municipality” shall have the same meaning as assigned to
it under clause (e) of Article 243P of the Constitution of India;

(F) “Panchayat” shall have the same meaning as assigned to it
under clause (f) of Article 243P of the Constitution of India;

(9) “population”’means the population as ascertained at the last
preceding census of which the relevant figures have been
published;
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Gazettee (Extraordinary), dated the 7" October, 2005, page 2061.
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(h) “prescribed” means prescribed by rules made under this Act;
(i) “section” means section of this Act;
(j) “State” means the State of Punjab; and

(k) “State Government” means the Government of the State of
Punjab

3. (1) There shall be constituted a Committee to be called the District Planning
Committee by the State Government for every district in the State to consolidate the plans
prepared by the Panchayats and the Municipalities in the district and to prepare a draft
development plan for the district as a whole.

(2) The number of members of a District Planning Committee constituted under sub-
section (1), shall be calculated as per population of the district concerned according to the
following criteria, namely:-

a) District having population, Fifteen members
not exceeding ten lacs;

b) Districts having population Twenty four members
exceeding ten lacs, but not
exceeding twenty lacs;

c) Districts having population Forty Members
exceeding twenty lacs.

(3) The Chairperson of the Committee shall be chosen from amongst the members
of the Committee by the State Government by nomination.

(4) The seats of the members of the Committee shall be filled by election, from
amongst the elected members of the Panchayat at the district level and of the
Municipalities in the district, and by nomination.

(5) Not less than four-fifths of the total number of members of the Committee shall be
elected by, and from amongst the elected members of the Panchayat at the district level
and of the Municipalities in the district in proportion to the ratio between the population
of the rural areas and of the urban areas in the district.

(6) One- fifth of the total number of members of the Committee, which may include
the Members of the Legislative Assembly and other persons also, shall be nominated by
the State Government.

(7) The Deputy Commissioner of the district shall be the ex-officio Secretary of the
Committee.



(8) The Additional Deputy Commissioner (Development) of the district shall be the
ex-officio Additional Secretary of the committee.

(9) The Deputy Economic & Statistical Adviser of the District shall be the ex-officio
Joint Secretary of the committee.

4 (1) The term of a elected member of Committee shall be co-terminus with the term
of the Panchayat at the district level or a Municipality, as the case may be, of which he is
a member.

(2) The term of nominated member including the Chairperson, shall be one year.
However, a nominated member shall be eligible for re- nomination after the expiry of his
first term.

(3) Any member of the Committee including the Chariperson, may resign at any time
from his office before his tenure.

5. (1) Subject to the provisions of this Act, the Committee shall exercise powers and
perform the functions as mentioned below:-

a) to prepare the district draft development plan keeping in view the matters of
common interest between urban and rural population including spatial
planning sharing of water and other physical and natural resources, the
integrated development of infrastructure and environment conservation, the
plans prepared at the grassroot level by the concerned Panchayat and the
extent and type of available resources whether financial or otherwise;

b) to prepare priority-wise list of schemes and programmes taking into account
the resources available with the Committee and the resources provided by
the State Government.

c) to take appropriate measures for proper implementation of the development
schemes, programmes and projects;

d) to monitor the progress of projects;

e) to encourage the Panchayats and the Municipalities to take up and expedite
the implementation of development projects

f) to make efforts to generate additional resources for development works
with the cooperation of people; Non-Government Organizations and Non-
Resident Indians and other agencies; and

g) to perform such other additional functions relating to district planning and

coordination and monitoring of the activities of different departments of the
State Government, as may be assigned to the Committee by the State
Government.

(2) While preparing the draft development plan, the Committee may consult such
institutions and organisations, as may be specified by the State Government from time to

time.

(3) The Chairperson shall forward the district development plans prepared by the
Committee under clause (a) of sub-section (1) to the State Government.

(1) In the transaction of its business, the Committee shall follow such

(2) If on account of any reason, the Chairperson is unable to attend the meeting of
the Committee, any other member, chosen by the present members, shall preside over the

prejudicial to the public interest.



(2) Before removing any member including the Chairperson from his office, a
reasonable opportunity of being heard shall be given to him by the state Government.

9. If any vacancy occurs, it shall be filled up from the same source from which it
has occurred.

10. The State Government may, from time to time, issue such directions to the
Committees, as it may consider appropriate in public interest.

11. (1) The State Government may, by notification in the Official Gazette, make
rules for carrying out the purposes of this Act.

(2) Every rule made under this Act, shall be laid, as soon as may be, after it is
made, before the House of the state Legislature, while it is in session, for a total period of
ten days, which may be comprised in one session or in two or more successive Ssessions,
and if, before the expiry of the session in which it is so laid or the successive sessions as
aforesaid, the House agrees in making any modification in the rule or the house agrees,
that the rule should not be made, the rule shall thereafter have effect only in such
modified form or be of no effect, as the case may be, so however that any such
modification or annulment shall be without prejudice to the validity of anything
previously done or omitted to be done under that rule.

12. (1) If any difficulty arises in giving effect to any of the provisions of this Act,
the State Government may, by an order published in the Official Gazette, make such
provisions not inconsistent with the provisions of this act, as may appear to it to be
necessary for removing the difficulty.

Provided that no such order shall be made under this section after the expiry of a
period of two years from the date of the commencement of this act.

(2) Every order made under this section, shall be laid, as soon as may be, after it is
made, before the Punjab Legislative Assembly.

No. 2/1-PSPB/LPD/06/10632 - In exercise of the powers conferred by Section 11
read with Section 7 of the Punjab District Planning Committees Act, 2005 (Punjab Act
No.22 of 2005), and all other powers enabling him in this behalf, the Governor of Punjab
is pleased to make the following rules, namely:-

RULES

1. Short title and commencement-(1) These rules may be called the
Punjab District Planning Committees (hereinafter called the
‘Committees’) Procedure of Transaction of Business Rules,2006.

(2) They shall come into force on and with effect from the date of their
publication in the Official Gazette.

Section 7 2. Definitions- (1) In these rules, unless the context otherwise requires:-
(@) “Act” means the Punjab District Planning Committees Act,
2005.
(b) “Section” means Section of the Act; and
(2) The words and expressions used in these rules, but not defined, shall
have the same meaning as assigned to them in the Act.

Section 7 3. Procedure for transaction of business-(1) The Committee shall hold
meeting at least once in every three months, on the date, time and
venue as fixed by the Chairperson. The Secretary of the Committee
shall issue notice of meeting indicating time, date and venue along
with the agenda to be discussed in the meeting to all the members of
the Committee. The seven days prior notice shall be given to every
member before the meeting:

Provided that in the case of urgency, the Chairperson may convene the
meeting by giving short notice.

(2) The agenda of the meeting shall be prepared by the Secretary of the
Committee in consultation with the Chairperson. In the absence of
the Secretary, the agenda shall be prepared by the Additional
Secretary of the Committee and in the absence of the Additional
Secretary, the agenda shall be prepared by the Joint Secretary of the
Committee. The agenda shall include those subjects, which are to be
considered by the Committee.

(3) One third of the total members of the Committee shall be the quorum
for a meeting.

(4) In case there is no quorum, the Chairperson shall adjourn the meeting
to such other day or time as he may think fit. The business, which



would have been brought before the original meeting, if there had
been a quorum, will be brought before and transacted at, the
adjourned meeting, irrespective of the fact, whether the quorum is
complete or not in such adjourned meeting.

(5) All the matters which come for the consideration of the meeting, will
be decided by majority of votes of the members present in the
meeting. In the case of equality of votes, the Chairperson, shall have
the right of casting.

(6) There shall be a Minutes Book to record the proceedings of the
meeting and the decisions of the Committee shall be recorded
therein. The Chairperson, shall put his signatures below the decisions
so recorded. The Secretary of the Committee shall forward a copy of
the minutes to the members of the Committee and to the State Govt.
within a period of one week after the meeting was held.

Each electoral is to be issued a single ballot paper containing the
names of contesting candidates.

Each electoral will have to either mark (V) if he wants to elect or (x)
iIf he does not want to elect against the name of each contesting
candidate.

The electoral is free to elect and mark as many (V ) against the names
of the contesting candidates as are the number of vacancies for Zila
Parishads/Municipal Quota. In case he/she elects more candidates
than the number of vacancies then the vote would be cancelled.

The revised guidelines incorporating revised district-wise detail of

members of District Planning Committees and revised Form No. 3.7 issued vide
Memo No. 2/1/PSPB-LPD-11/2008/7825 dated 11/8/2008 are enclosed.

The Deputy Commissioner or any other officer appointed by him not
below the rank of an Extra Assistant Commissioner would call a
meeting of all the directly elected Zila Parishad members and a
separate meeting of all directly elected members of the Urban Local
Bodies  (Municipal  Corporations/Municipal ~ Councils/Nagar
Panchayats) for election of members to be taken on the District
Planning Committees, from amongst them, after giving 7 days notice
indicating therein the total number of members to be elected and
time schedule for holding elections, as per specimen given in Form
3.2.

2/3rd of the total directly elected members would constitute a
quorum for conducting the meeting for election.

When the members assemble at the time and place intimated to them
as per time schedule given in Form 3.2, the Presiding Officer will
supply them nomination form, (as per specimen given in Form 3.4)
who may be willing to contest election for being members of the
DPCs. The members would fill this form and hand it over to the
Presiding Officer by the specified time.

The Presiding Officer will then conduct scrutiny of the nomination
forms to ensure that the same are in order and as per electoral
college

Any member may withdraw his candidature by filling Form 3.6
which will be handed over by him to the Presiding Officer by the
time specified in Form 3.2.

Immediately after the said process, the Presiding Officer will prepare
the final list of contesting candidates and get it printed on the
Column 2 of the ballot paper (specimen in Form 3.7).

If the total number of contesting candidates is less than or equal to
the number of vacancies to be filled, there will be no election and all

such members will be declared to be duly elected.

If the number of contesting candidates is the more than the vacancies
to be filled, the Presiding Officer would supply them a ballot paper
(as per specimen in Form 3.7) which will be serial numbered and ask
them to mark (V) against the name of the person to whom he wants
to elect and mark (X) to whom he does not want to elect. The ballot
paper should be filled up by Presiding Officer except column No.3
against names of contesting candidates. At the time of issuing a
ballot paper to a voter, the Presiding Officer will sign in full on the
ballot paper, record the serial number thereof in the counterfoil of
the ballot paper, put the official seal and also mark the name of the
voter in the voter list.

After receiving the ballot paper, the voter would mark the necessary
signs (V) or (X) on the ballot paper, fold it and insert in it into the
ballot box.

On the same day and at the time as per time schedule given in Form
3.2, the Presiding Officer will open the ballot box and count the
number of ballot papers taken out there from.

The Presiding Officer will reject a ballot paper if it bears any mark
or writing by which the voter can be identified; or if no vote is
recorded thereon; or if voter is in favour of candidates more than the
vacancies to be filled or if the mark indicated thereon is placed in
such a manner as to make it doubtful to which candidates the vote
has been given; or if it is spurious ballot paper; or if it does not bear
both the official seal and the signature of the Presiding Officer.

After completion of counting, the Presiding Officer will record in a
statement, the total number of votes polled by each candidate and
announce the result.

If quorum of the meeting is not fulfilled and the meeting is
adjourned, another meeting will be convened by the Presiding
Officer by giving not less than 24 hours notice to the members. No

quorum will be necessary for the adjourned meeting.

If, at the bottom, two or more members get the same number of
votes, the matter will be decided by draw of lots.

The Deputy Commissioner would keep in safe custody all papers
relating to the elections. However, on the expiry of six months from
the date of publication of the names of the elected members of the
District Planning Committee, all the papers relating to the election
may be destroyed.

If any vacancy arises due to any reason, it will be filled up with the
same procedure from the same source from which it has occurred.

If the total number of directly elected Zila Parishad/Urban Local
Bodies members, as the case may be, is less than or equal to the
number of vacancies to be filled, there will be no election and such
members will be declared to be duly elected.

The Deputy Commissioner will send the list of elected candidates to
the State Planning Department on the same day both by speed post
as well as by Fax.

Kindly refer to the subject cited above.

2. At present the outlay of District Plan Schemes are provided under
Budget head of Planning Department (3451 and 5475) under PM 1.5 ‘Formulation
of district Plan at the district Headquarters’. Therefore, the Department of
Planning works as nodal department for its schemes like BADP, Untied Funds,
besides, the schemes of other departments like Social Security, Women & Child
Development, Welfare of SCs and BCS, Rural Development and Panchayats, Rural
Water Supply, Census Surveys and Statistics for the implementation of district
level schemes.

3. This delays the approval of District Level Schemes and release of
funds, because the Administrative Departments have all the relevant information
and the Department of Planning has to depend upon them. Quick action there is
difficulty in paying attention to the proper and timely monitoring of the schemes.
4. Now, the Government has decided to change in the procedure to
implement the district plan schemes in more efficient manner. Accordingly the role
of Planning Department will only be limited to formulation/consolidation of

District Plan, issue the guidelines and monitoring in this regard.
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5. From Annual Plan 2010-11, Planning Department will provide outlay
of District Plan Schemes being implemented by Planning Department only under
PM 1.5 ‘Formulation of district Plan at the district Headquarters’. Besides, this the
concerned departments of District Level Schemes would be Administrative
Departments of their District Level Plan Schemes from 2010-11, The concerned
Administrative Departments will get the provision made in their respective budget
heads for district level schemes from Finance Department as per the Annual Plan
outlay and will send the requisite information to the Finance Department in this
regard. Entire responsibility for ensuring regular coordination between District
Planning Committee (DPC) and Administrative Department for the implementation
of District Level Plan Schemes, shall be of the concerned Administrative
Departments so as to expedite the approvals from Finance Department for these
schemes at the earliest and necessary steps could be taken for sanction and
distribution/release of funds to the districts. Therefore, all the Administrative
Department will ensure the provision of funds under their district level
(Revenue/Capital) Budget head for implementation of District Level Plan Schemes
from 2010-11.

6. The Concerned Administrative Department will allocate the funds
district wise under the District Level Plan Schemes as per requirements/norms.
Thereafter the concerned department will issue the sanction of district-wise
allocations to all districts with the approval of the Finance Department. Because
District Planning Committees have been constituted, so the concerned district level
officers will utilize these funds in the districts with the approval of District
Planning Committee. District wise allocation of funds will be the part of District
Plan. However, concerned Administrative Departments will oversee the
implementation of these schemes. The concerned Administrative Departments will
be responsible for Audit and Accounts of their schemes.

7. Administrative Departments will earmark the Share of SCSP as per
the guidelines of the Government.

8. The Field Officers of concerned departments in the district will

ensure that funds released by concerned Administrative Department are approved
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by the District Planning Committees and drawn and disbursed to the executing
agencies well in time.

9. The formulation of Annual Plan 2010-11 is under process so the
Administrative Departments concerned with the District Level Plan Schemes shall
identify new District Level Plan Schemes apart from the existing schemes and send
these new schemes to Planning Department for consolidation in District Plan and
also inform all the District Planning Committees for inclusion in District Plan. The
Department of Planning will prepare an annexure and include in the Annual Plan
documents on the basis of information provided by concerned Administrative
Departments.

10. The financial and physical progress of District Level Plan Scheme
will be reviewed by the District Planning Committees, besides concerned
departments from time to time,u District Planning Committees shall send the report
to State Planning Department at State level for its monitoring.

11. Under district Level Plan Schemes, each sanction will have the
approval No. 1, 2, 3, 4 besides dispatch no as per the guidelines of Accountant
General to maintain the continuity of the sanction.

12. The concerned Administrative Department/Finance Department will

send status of allocation release/sanctions of funds to Planning Department.

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GUIDELINES FOR PREPARATION OF DISTRICT PLAN

1. INTRODUCTION

1.1 Planning process at grassroot level has been a matter of discussion
since First Five Year Plan. The 73rd and 74th Constitutional Amendments
mandated local planning at the village panchayat, intermediate panchayat and
district panchayat levels as well as in urban Local Governments and their
consolidation into a District Plan in each district. Basic idea to formulate District
Plan is involvement of PRIs and ULBs in preparation of Area Plans and
implementation of schemes for economic development & social justice. This
process may result in efficient use of resources, equitable sharing of benefits from

development and giving power to local bodies at district level.

2. DISTRICT PLANNING

2.1 District Planning is the process of preparing an integrated plan for
the rural and urban sector in a district taking into account the resources (natural,
human and financial) available and covering the sectoral activities and schemes
assigned to the district level. The document that embodies this statement of
resources and their allocation for various purposes is known as the District Plan. It
would essentially have three aspects namely:-

2.1.1 Plan to be prepared by the Rural Local Bodies for the activities
assigned to them and the central/state schemes implemented by them with their
own resources and those earmarked for these purposes.

2.1.2 Plan to be prepared by the Urban Local Bodies for the activities
assigned to them and the central/state schemes implemented by them with their
own resources and those earmarked for these purposes.

2.1.3 Physical integration of the plans of Rural and Urban Local Bodies
with the elements of the State Plan that are physically implemented within the

geographical confines of the district.
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2.2 All these aspects would be considered and consolidated by the
District Planning Committee (DPC) into a District Plan. Quite obviously, the
District Plan cannot be prepared in isolation, and must take into account and
respond to the expected activities of the Non-Government sector of the local
economy. Important among these would be:-

2.2.1 Plan emerging from activities of people’s groups like Self Help
Groups(SHGs), Co-operatives etc.

2.2.2 Plan emerging from the financial institutions like the local branch
(es) of Commercial Banks (both in the public and the private sector), NABARD,

Co-operative Banks and the like.

2.2.3 Plans of Non-Governmental Organizations (NGOs) operating in the
District.
2.2.4 Plans of other private agencies that would either have an impact on

the activities of the government or would need the government to respond to those
developments in so far as its own areas of functioning/service delivery are

concerned.

3. ROLE AND FUNCTIONS OF DISTRICT PLANNING
COMMITTEES

3.1 Meetings:- The rules notified vide notification No. 2/1-PSPB-

LPD/06/10632 dated 25/7/2006 will apply on meetings and proceedings of the

District Planning Committees which are as under :-

3.11 District Planning Committee will compulsorily hold a meeting in

every quarter.

3.1.2 Time of the meeting, venue and date will be fixed by the

chairperson.

3.1.3 The Secretary of the committee will issue the notice of the meeting

alongwith agenda before 7 days of the meeting. The agenda of the meeting will be

prepared by the Secretary with the consultation of Chairperson.

3.14 The quorum of the meeting is compulsory presence of the 1/3

members of the total members.
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3.15 All the decision will be taken by the majority of the members if
required then the Chairperson can cast his vote.

3.1.6 The proceeding of the meeting and decision will be recorded in the
proceeding book and Chairperson will sign on each decision.

3.1.7 The Secretary will send a copy of the proceeding to each member
and State Government within a week after the meeting.

3.2 Area of Action:- District Planning Committees shall provide the
leadership for developing the district vision through Five Year and Annual Plans.
The role and functions of District Planning Committees in line with the Punjab
District Planning Committees Act, 2005 are described as below:-

3.2.1 Consolidate the plans for the urban and the rural areas into an
integrated draft District Plan.

3.3.3 Oversee the process of district mapping, identification of lead
sectors, subsequent evolution of the vision and the process of preparation of the
sectoral plans from the grassroots level upwards through the tiers of the PRIs and
the ULBs.

3.2.3 District Planning Committees will prepare district Plan keeping in
view the felt and prioritized needs, identified through the process of participatory
planning from the grassroots levels and also ensure convergence of resources
between departments and schemes.

3.24 Approve the sectoral plans of schemes such as NRHM, SSA,
PMGSY, RKVY and National Horticulture Mission etc which shall, however, be
governed by the guidelines issued by Gol in respect of these schemes/programmes.
3.25 Implement the planning process for both urban and rural areas,
without however eroding decentralization and the autonomy of PRIs and urban
local bodies.

3.2.6 Place special emphasis on spatial planning so that integrated
planning is ensured for the entire area or region, taking into account specific

sector- wise and area-wise interests and needs, and care the sustainability issues.
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3.2.7 Monitor and review the implementation of the Annual and Five Year
Plans with reference to the district vision and apply corrective measures wherever
necessary.

3.2.8 District Planning Committee shall issue guidelines to the Panchayats
and Municipalities for preparation of their respective Plans keeping in view the
“Manual for Integrated District Planning” issued by Planning Commission, Gol
and the Recommendation of “National Conference of Chairpersons of DPCs” held
at New Delhi on 16-17 Jan, 2009.

3.2.9 District Planning Committee may constitute Sectoral Working
Groups, Technical Support Groups and Experts of various fields/institutions to
prepare projects, implementation and monitoring process in the development of

the district vision, who can help the district vision development.

4, CAPACITY BUILDING

4.1 As the concepts of District Planning Committees and preparation of
District Development Plans are new, there is a need for capacity building of the
members of the District Planning Committees and all other concerned in the
process of Planning. The District Planning Committees could work for training
programmes and schedules in consultation with the SIRD, experts, officials and

Institutions engaged in providing training for the district planning process.

5. FINANCIAL RESOURCES AND THEIR ALLOCATION
51 District Planning Committee shall workout financial resources while
formulating the district plan. The District Plan Component would emerge out of

the resource envelope containing the following sources of funds.

51.1 Own resources available with the PRIs and ULBs for development.
51.2 Transfers by State Finance Commission for development purposes.
513 Twelfth Finance Commission grants passed on by the State
Government.

514 Untied grants for local planning.
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514 Grants in respect of Central Sector (100%) and Centrally Sponsored

Schemes (sharing) that have been assigned for implementation at the district level.

515 Grants for State Plan schemes assigned for implementation at the
district level.
5.1.6 Grants for Externally aided schemes/Mission schemes assigned for

implementation at the district level.

5.1.7 Estimated contribution by the communities themselves.

5.1.8 Credit Fund envelope mainly through NABARD and Lead Banks.

6. Allocation of funds to Local Bodies.

6.1 Once the priorities for Plan are arrived at, funds can be allocated

from the budget provided for the Panchayats/Municipalities. The funds are to be
divided into three categories

6.1.1 Tied Funds:- First of all, Tied Funds are to be used to meet the
specific needs covered under various State and Centrally Sponsored Schemes
devolved at the district level.

6.1.2 Partly Untied Funds:- These can be used for filling up gaps within
limits. Examples are SGRY and funds from award of Central and State Finance
Commission.

6.1.3 Purely Untied Funds:- When funds are not available from any
source then purely untied funds can be used. These are typically own sources of
revenue, untied State Plan Grants and SFC grants. Non-monetary contributions

such as voluntary labour, may be considered as fully or partly untied resources.

7. MODE OF RELEASE OF FUNDS TO THE DISTRICT PLANNING
COMMITTEE

7.1 Department of Planning vide its No. 1/1-PSPB-RO(LPD)-

2009/10892 dated 14/12/09 has already circulated the criteria applying for the

District Planning Schemes from 2010-11, which may be adhered to. Accordingly

the Government has decided to bring the procedural change for more efficient

implementation the District Plan Schemes, in which the role of Planning
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Department will only be limited to formulation consolidation of District Plan,
issue guidelines and monitoring.

7.2 The Department of Planning has already issued the guidelines
regarding financial system that which effect from Annual Plan 2010-11 the
Planning Department will provide outlay of those District Plan Schemes under PM
1.5 ‘Formulation of district Plan at the district Headquarters’ which are being
implemented by Planning Department only. Besides this, the concerned
departments of District Level Schemes would be Administrative Departments of
their District Level Plan Schemes from 2010-11, The concerned Administrative
Departments will get there provision made in their respective heads for district
level schemes from Finance Department as per the Annual Plan outlay and will
send the requisite information to the Finance Department in this regard. The
Administrative Department will be fully responsible for regular coordination
between District Planning Committee (DPC) and concerned Departments for the
implementation of District Level Plan Schemes, so as to expedite the approval of
Finance Department for these schemes and quick action could be initiated for
distribution/release of funds to the districts. Therefore, all the Administrative
Departments will ensure the provision of funds under their district level
(Revenue/Capital) Budget head for implement of District Level Plan Schemes
from 2010-11.

7.3 Wherever the Administrative Departments are getting the funds
directly from Gol or any other institution/agency, They shall release these funds
directly to their field offices under intimation to the concerned District Planning

Committee, Planning and Finance Department.

8. FORMULATION OF THE DISTICT PLANNING

8.1 The document should clearly identify the key reasons for
backwardness/development  shortcomings and address issues impeding
development. It will include the following areas/action:-

8.1.1 Agriculture and allied sectors.

8.1.2 Availability and development of water resources.
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8.1.3 Industries — especially traditional, small industries including food

processing.

8.1.4 Infrastructure including power.

8.1.5 Drinking water and sanitation.

8.1.6 Literacy, school education.

8.1.7 Health and medical facilities.

8.1.8 Rural Development.

8.1.9 Gender and children.

8.1.10 Social Justice — SC, Persons with disability etc.

8.2 Apart from the above, District Planning Committee would include

the gaps at the grass root level in the available infrastructure on the priority basis
of the important departments like elementary education, primary health and
sanitation, drinking water supply, rural roads, rural electrification, women and
child welfare, livelihood and employment grantee and minor irrigation etc.

8.3 Preparing a vision plan for disaster management, which would
include planning for early detection, preventive measures, drills for improving the
state of preparedness, identifying of relocation sites and planning for improved
communication. Sustainable use of natural resources, particularly of water sources,
forest wealth, soil conservation, biodiversity etc. Sustainability of initiatives on
improving livelihood opportunities, which include concentrating on the
employment perspective.

8.4 District Plan will be formulated including the possible resources
available from the Centrally Sponsored Scheme and other sources for the
development works. It may be ensured that the optimum benefits may be achieved
for employment under labour component of NREGA Schemes and the

consolidated schemes may be prepared incorporating NREGA.
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9. TECHNICAL SUPPORT FOR THE PREPARATION OF DISTRICT
PLAN

9.1 District Planning Committee may constitute working groups for
different sectors/areas of development like watershed management including
environment, besides agriculture and allied sectors and Irrigation, local economic
development other than agriculture including local industries, facilitation of private
and community investment and mobilization of credit, rural development, social
security including care of the aged and disabled, development of scheduled castes,
development of women and children, health, water supply and sanitation,
education, culture, sports and youth and infrastructure. The Technical Advisory
Group may also be constituted. For the preparation of district plan the necessary

assistance may also be sought from experts/technical/research institutes.

10. STRUCTURE OF THE DISTRICT PLAN DOCUMENT

10.1 The District Plan document submitted to the DPC for approval
should consist of the following chapters.

10.1.1 Development scenario.

10.1.2 Efforts during the past years.

10.1.3 Success and failures and their impediments.

10.1.4 Physical and Financial achievements of the previous years.

10.1.5 Thrust areas identified in the District Plan.

10.1.6 Strategic vision.

10.1.7 Sector-wise summary of schemes:- Each sector may include the

existing scenario, the intended scenario, size of the gap and the phased filling up of
the gaps with monitorable targets.

10.1.8 Write up on Women Component Plan, Plan for Special Groups,
Scheduled Castes Sub Plan and Watershed Management Plan. Scheduled Castes
Sub Plan Component should be worked out on the basis of the SC population of
the districts.

10.1.9 Write up on credit linkages.
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10.1.10 Write up on integration.
10.1.11 Write up on monitoring arrangements intended.
10.1.12 District Plan statements (Annexures I-VIII copy enclosed) must be
incorporated in the District Plan Document.
A hard and soft copy of the Documents will be sent to the

Department of Planning.

11. THE VARIOUS ASPECTS OF INTEGRATION OF PLANS HAVE
TO BE BUILT INTO THE DISTRICT PLAN. THE KINDS OF
INTEGRATION ARE EXPLAINED BELOW.

12. APPROVAL BY DISTRICT PLANNING COMMITTEE

12.1 District Planning Committee may approve the Integrated District
Plan. Besides ensuring compliance of guidelines District Planning Committees
should verify whether the plans of the Department of Rural Development/Local
Government match the priorities outlined in their vision documents as well as the
district vision. At District level the concerned department of the District Level
Scheme shall ensure to get the approval of their District Level Scheme from the
District Planning Committees. This is necessary for each department. District
Planning Committee should not give adhoc clearances or conditional clearances.
The approval of the schemes shall be accorded as per the rules and instruction
issued from time to time and after ensuring the availability of funds. If District
Planning Committees feel that modification of the Plans/Schemes of the
Department of Rural Development/Local Government is necessary, the same may
be done after discussions with the District Heads. However, the approval of the

schemes will be accorded within the guidelines of the concerned Administrative
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Department. The copies of the sanctions will be sent to the District Planning

Committee and State Planning Department apart from the concerned.

13. POST APPROVAL STEPS

13.1 The concerned departments shall give summary of the approved plan
in an electronic form containing details like allocation, implementing officer,
physical targets, implementation charts etc, to the office of the District Planning
Committee for approval. Based on this proceedings would be issued by the District
Planning Committee. District Planning Committee would be used this for release

of funds by treasuries and monitoring purposes.

14.  IMPLEMENTATION OF DISTRICT PLAN

14.1 District Planning Committee is competent to select the executing
agencies viz Government/Local Body Agencies as may be deemed appropriate for
implementing the schemes and executing the works. To the extent possible the
concerned department should be the executing agency to avoid the maintenance
problems after the creation of capital asset. If the work is assigned to any agency
other than the concerned department, then it will be ensured that suitable
arrangements for the proper maintenance of the created capital assets are made.
14.2 No funds should be provided to private institutions/voluntary
institutions/religious bodies.

14.3 The schemes/programmes are to be implemented strictly in
accordance with the scheme-wise State Government/Government of India
guidelines.

14.4 The expenditure, actual/notional relating to the schemes for the
Scheduled Caste shall be booked keeping in view their population.

14.5 District Planning Committee will maintain the record for the creation
of capital assets under various schemes in electronic forms, so that
maintenance/repair could be done as per the norms after a fixed period.

14.6 District Planning Committee will ensure that the funds will not be

provided/spent for same works from more than one source.
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15.  MONITORING & PROGRESS REPORT

15.1 Deputy Commissioner would hold a monthly meeting to review
progress of District Plan.

15.2 District Planning Committee would review the progress of the
implementation of works/schemes under District Plan every quarterly end.

15.3 The monitoring of the Plan and Non-Plan District Level schemes and
works/projects taken up by the District Planning Committees at their own level
shall be done by the concerned Administrative Departments at the state level.

15.4 District Planning Committee will constitute teams at the district level
for the physical inspection of the progress of the approved works and also send the
monthly reports to the Planning Department apart from the concerned
Administrative Department.

15.5 Quarterly progress reports of the district level plan schemes in the
prescribed proformae (Annexure VIII) would invariably be sent to the Planning
Department within 15 days after the end of every quarter without awaiting any

communication from the Department.

16. SOCIAL AUDIT
16.1 Social Audit is a important tool for the implementation of District
Plan. District Planning Committee may fix parameters for the local social audit.

This will ensure the proper utilization of funds and achievement of targets.

17. AMENDMENTS

17.1 The State Government/Planning Department may amend guidelines
and issue instructions as and when required for the proper
functioning/implementation of District Plan at the District level. Because District
Plan is being given new shape after the constitution of District Planning
Committee, DPCs/ Concerned Departments may give their suggestions for

amendment/s in these guidelines.

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Revised Guidelines regarding Utilisation of Untied Funds — 2011

The concept of untied funds was introduced in 1988-89 with the

objective to carry out the works of emergent nature which are normally not

covered under the schemes decentralized at the district level. These funds

are mainly allocated for filling up the missing gaps and for completing the

in-complete public utility assets.

The following guidelines may be adhered to strictly while

utilizing the untied funds :-

The works undertaken with the untied funds should be
developmental in nature, based on the locally-felt needs. The
emphasis should be towards increasing the efficiency of capital
assets already created and to add to the productivity and
welfare.

The funds should be used for works of non-recurring nature and
for the purposes such as provision of visible service support
facilities and for benefit of general public. It should not include
any recurring expenditure such as on staff or maintenance of
such facilities.

The cost of one work should be upto Rs 50.00 lakhs and no
spill-over expenditure will be permissible.

So far as technical and administrative sanctions under these
funds are concerned, the decisions of the District Planning &
Development Boards will be final. If need be for the purpose of
implementation of works with these funds, full and final powers
can be delegated to the district technical and administrative
functionaries.

Public contribution should be encouraged. The works under
untied funds category would be executed by the different
district level executing agencies such as PWD, Panchayati Raj,
Rural Development Agency, Gram Panchayats, PTA, NGOs
etc. The heads of the respective district department(s) would be
responsible for the coordination and overall supervision of the
works. The Untied funds are very limited, so that the
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executing agencies should not claim any administrative
charges. But if due to some reasons the administrative
charges are necessary, then the maximum up to 3% can be
given. Besides this, the executing agencies would not charge
any administrative charges for their services of preparatory
work, implementation, supervision etc. While allocating the
untied funds, priority should be given to those Panchayati Raj
Institutions, Urban Local Bodies and Non-Government
Organizations (Regd), which are ready to make contributions
from their own resources on a matching or otherwise basis.
